We reviewed a combined list of reasons to attend and/or sponsor educational event that had been submitted by committee members. Marty will also include the information on a email blast newsletter and submit a post on BHQ. 
Tim updated us on efforts to implement improvements on the definition of balloon on Wikipedia. Tim has registered himself on the site and has several team members ready to start implementing changes on the site. It was determined that one must register on site to submit information but not necessary to announce that your in the balloon industry. Tim informed us that Wikipedia is not a site for opinions therefore submissions must be facts supported by evidence and resources cited.
Steve Jones suggested implementing an installment plan for Associate member dues payment. Perhaps 3 payments with the first two in the first six months and the third payment would renew membership for the balance of the year. 

Discussion then focused on the idea of using You Tube videos to answer frequently asked questions.
